Here are some examples of
Beatitude prayers and blessings:

Matthew 5:3—“Blessed are
the poor in spirit, for theirs is the
kingdom of heaven.” Prayer:
“Lord, show these people the
things that come between You and
them; help them love the things of
Your kingdom.” Blessing: “Bless
these people with heaven’s best
treasures: freedom, joy, and peace
with You as King!”

Matthew 5:4—“Blessed are
those who mourn, for they will be
comforted.” Prayer: “Father, put
Your arms around them; let them
know how much You love them!”
Blessing: “God, pour gladness
into the sadness in this house.”
